ORDER DIRECTING FILING

 

Syllabus:  This order directs the Commission’s Staff to file its memorandum as previously ordered.


On May 29, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission ordered its Staff to file its memorandum advising either approval or rejection of this Agreement and giving the reasons therefor by June 28, 2002.  Staff filed a pleading entitled Staff Recommendation on June 25, 2002, that stated that a memorandum was being filed, but Staff failed to file the memorandum by June 28, 2002.


Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.050(3)(B) states that

When an act is required or allowed to be done by order or rule of the commission at or within a specified time, the commission, at its discretion, may...(a)fter the expiration of the specified period, permit the act to be done where the failure to act was the result of excusable neglect. 

The Staff of the Commission will again be required to file a memorandum advising either approval or rejection of the Agreement and giving the reasons therefor and, in addition, will be required to explain whether its failure to comply with the earlier order of the Commission was due to excusable neglect.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission must file a memorandum advising either approval or rejection of this Agreement and giving the reasons therefor by July 8, 2002, and that said memorandum must explain whether Staff’s failure to comply with the earlier order of the Commission was due to excusable neglect.

2. That this order will become effective on July 2, 2002.
