ORDER DIRECTING FILING


On May 28, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission ordered the Staff of the Commission to file its notice after the parties had complied with all prior orders, especially the order directing the parties to file a serially‑numbered copy of the interconnection agreement.  The Commission’s Data Center was then to replace the previously‑approved agreement between the parties with the new amended agreement, discard the old agreement approved in Commission case number TO-2001-454, and then close this case.  Staff filed a report on July 12, 2002, which stated that as of that date, the parties had not filed a numbered copy of the amended interconnection agreement, the Data Center has not replaced the old agreement, and the Staff has therefore not been able to file a notice that the case might be closed.


The Commission will thus order that Staff file status reports until this case is closed.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission must file a status report by December 2, 2002; and thereafter by March 3, 2003; June 2, 2003; September 2, 2003; and December 1, 2003, unless this case is closed.
