ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR ISSUANCE OF SUBPOENAS LESS THAN TWENTY DAYS BEFORE HEARING

On October 22, 2002, Hancock Construction filed a motion asking the Commission to issue subpoenas less than twenty days before the hearing of this matter, which is set for October 24.  Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.100(2) provides that the Commission will not issue a subpoena fewer than twenty days before a hearing except upon a showing of good cause.  Hancock’s motion indicates that the hearing in this matter has been expedited and that Hancock was permitted to intervene in this case only on October 21.  Therefore, Hancock could not have requested subpoenas more than twenty days before the hearing.

Hancock has stated good cause for the issuance of subpoenas fewer than twenty days before the hearing.  Hancock’s motion will be granted.
