ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

On October 7, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint against Osage Water Company, requesting that the Commission authorize it to petition the circuit court to appoint a receiver to take charge of the affairs of Osage Water.  On October 10, Hancock Construction filed a motion asking to intervene in this proceeding.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(15) provides that parties are allowed not more than ten days in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  More than ten days have passed since Hancock Construction filed its motion to intervene and no party has indicated any opposition to that motion.  

Hancock Construction’s motion indicates that it owns preferred stock in Osage Water Company and holds a substantial judgment against Osage Water.  Given those facts, Hancock Construction has an interest in this case that is different from that of the general public.  Furthermore, its interest may be adversely affected by a final order arising from this case.  Therefore, Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.075(4) permits the Commission to grant Hancock Construction’s motion to intervene.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That Hancock Construction’s Motion to Intervene is granted.
