ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE REPORT

The Commission ordered the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to conduct an investigation and file its report or a status report no later than November 26, 2002.  On December 2, 2002, the Commission directed the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule no later than February 3, 2003.  On February 3, 2003, Staff moved the Commission for an extension of time.  Staff indicates that the investigation has not been completed and therefore it requests an extension until March 3, 2003, in which to file its procedural schedule.

The Commission finds that the delay is reasonable.  The Commission will grant Staff’s request.  The Commission will direct, however, that the Staff file its investigation report or a further status report, rather than a proposed procedural schedule.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission’s Motion to Extend Time to File Procedural Schedule is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its investigation report or a further status report no later than March 3, 2003.

3. That any responses to staff’s investigation report or status report shall be filed no later than March 24, 2003.

That this order shall become effective on March 2, 2003.
