ORDER APPROVING TARIFF

This order approves the tariff of Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc.  The tariff will implement a rate increase for the company.

On April 18, 2002, Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc., initiated a small company rate increase pursuant to Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.200.  Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc., originally requested a rate increase intended to generate an additional $9,500 in water service operating revenues.  The company provides water service to approximately 100 residential customers.  After working with the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, on September 24, 2002, the company filed a tariff designed to increase its rate for water service.  Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc., also filed a letter requesting that its revised tariff sheets for an increase in its water service rates and an Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request be approved.

On October 30, 2002, Staff recommended that the Commission approve Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc.'s tariff, the disposition agreement, and that the Commission prescribe the depreciation rates attached to the agreement.  Based upon its audit of Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc.’s books and records, an evaluation of the company’s depreciation rates and an analysis of the company’s capital structure and cost of capital, Staff concluded that Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc., could justify an increase of $8,549 in its annual water service operating revenues.  Staff recommended that various other charges and fees set out in the agreement be approved.

On October 23, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a recommendation.  Public Counsel recommended that the Commission approve the agreement.

The Commission finds the agreement between the Staff and Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc., including the proposed tariff sheets, to be reasonable and will approve the agreement.  The Commission also finds the depreciation rates proposed by Staff to be reasonable and will approve them.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request is approved.

2. That the following tariff sheets filed by Rogue Creek Utilities, Inc., and assigned Tariff File No. JW-2003-0407, is approved for service on or after November 11, 2002:

3rd Revised Sheet No. 6, Canceling 2nd Revised Sheet No. 6

2nd Revised Sheet No. 7, Canceling 1st Revised Sheet No. 7

3. That the depreciation rates attached to the Agreement Regarding Disposition of Small Company Rate Increase Request as Attachment C are approved.

4. That this order shall become effective on November 11, 2002.

That this case may be closed on November 12, 2002.
