NOTICE REGARDING INTERVENTION AND

ORDER GRANTING ADMISSION PRO HAC VICE
On May 1, 2002, AccuTel of Texas, Inc., and McLeod Telecommunications Service, Inc., filed applications to intervene out-of-time.  During the prehearing conference held on May 2, 2002, the Commission granted these two applications to intervene.

AccuTel’s May 1, 2002, pleading includes entries of appearance for Mark Foster and Christopher Malish.  The application notes that Foster and Malish, of the law firm of Foster and Malish, are members in good standing of the Texas Bar.  Neither Foster nor Malish, nor any member of their firm, has been disqualified from practicing in Texas.  Mary Ann (Garr) Young, a Missouri attorney, is designated as their associate counsel.  The Commission will grant admission pro hac vice to Mark Foster and Christopher Malish.

McLeodUSA’s pleading also includes an entry of appearance for Bradley R. Kruse, an Illinois attorney employed by McLeodUSA.  Mr. Kruse is a member in good standing of the bar of the State of Illinois and is a member in good standing of the following courts:  all Illinois state courts, the United States District Court for the Northern District of Illinois, and the 7th Circuit Court of Appeals.  The pleading notes that neither Mr. Kruse no any other attorney employed by McLeodUSA is disqualified from practicing in any of the courts listed.  Mr. Kruse designated Mary Ann (Garr) Young as his associate counsel in this case.  The Commission will grant admission pro hac vice to Bradley R. Kruse.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Mark Foster and Christopher Malish , attorneys for AccuTel of Texas, Inc., are granted admission pro hac vice, subject to the terms and conditions imposed on such admission by the Rules of the Supreme Court of Missouri.

2. That Bradley R. Kruse, attorney for McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc., is granted admission pro hac vice, subject to the terms and conditions imposed on such admission by the Rules of the Supreme Court of Missouri.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 24, 2002.
