Motion To Open Case And Cancel Certificate Of Service Authority And Accompanying Tariff

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its Motion to Open Case and Cancel Certificate of Service Authority and Accompanying Tariff, respectfully states as follows:



1.
On February 22, 2000, in Case No. TO-2000-458, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) issued its order approving the name change of CSI Corp. d/b/a Missouri CSI Corp. to Univance Telecommunications, Inc. (Univance) and approving Univance’s PSC MO. No. 1 tariff.

On August 21, 2003, the Commission issued its Order Approving Transfer Of Assets (Order) that granted authority for Univance to transfer its assets, including its customers, to Motion Telecom, Inc. in Case No.  XM-2004-0039.   The August 21st Order did not cancel the certificate of service authority or tariff of Univance.

Previously, on January 23, 2003, Univance Telecommunications, Inc. had filed for protection under Chapter 11 of the federal bankruptcy code at the U.S. Bankruptcy Court, District of Colorado, petition no. 03-11146-EEB.  Univance later converted its bankruptcy case to a Chapter 7 liquidation on October 3, 2003.

From the hindsight of Univance’s subsequent Chapter 7 liquidation, Univance should have sought cancellation of its certificate and tariff when it applied for Commission approval to transfer its assets and customers to Motion Telecom, Inc. (granted by Commission on August 21, 2003 in XM-2004-0039).  Also, according to the website of the Missouri Secretary of State, Univance was dissolved on October 22, 2004. For all of the above stated reasons, the Staff requests that the Commission issue an order canceling the certificate of service authority of Univance to provide interexchange telecommunications services and its accompanying PSC MO No. 1 tariff, and close this case.


5.
The Staff will serve this pleading on Univance’s last known address with the Commission, its registered agent according to the Missouri Secretary of State, and its bankruptcy attorneys and trustee according to the PACER Bankruptcy reporting service.

The Commission has the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation certificate pursuant to Section 392.410.5 RSMo 2000, which provides:

             Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the

             commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application

             of the person or company affected.

However, the Commission need not hold a hearing, if, after proper notice and opportunity to intervene, no party requests such a hearing.  State ex rel. Rex Deffenderfer Enterprises, Inc. v. Public Service Commission, 776 S.W.2d 494 (Mo. App. 1989).


WHEREFORE, for all of the reasons stated above, the Staff requests that the Commission issue an order canceling the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services and the accompanying PSC MO No. 1 tariff of Univance Telecommunications, Inc., and close this case.
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
