ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE OF SERVICE AUTHORITY AND 
ACCOMPANYING TARIFFS
On January 20, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificate of service authority granted to International Telecharge, Inc. in October of 1987, in Case No. TA-88-12.  Staff informs the Commission that the company later changed its name to Operator Communications, Inc. d/b/a Oncor Communications, Inc., and that the company has two tariffs.  Staff further informs the Commission that the company failed to file its 2003 annual report to the Commission but owes no assessments.
To its motion, Staff attached a letter received by the Commission on August 13, 2003.  The letter is from a manager of the company, informing the Commission that the company stopped doing business in Missouri on February 28, 2002.  Staff also states that the Missouri Secretary of State revoked the company’s authority to conduct business on April 11, 2003, because the company failed to maintain a registered agent in Missouri. 
Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties shall not be allowed more than ten days in which to file a responsive pleading.  More than ten days have expired since Staff filed its motion, yet the company has not responded.

Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion and finds that granting the motion is reasonable.  The Commission will cancel the certificate of service authority granted to Oncor Communications in Case No. TA-88-12.  The Commission will also cancel the company’s tariffs. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission’s motion to cancel the certificate of service authority and accompanying tariffs of Operator Communications, Inc., d/b/a Oncor Communications, Inc, is granted.
2.
That the certificate of service authority granted to Operator Communications, Inc., d/b/a Oncor Communications, Inc., in Case No TA-88-12, is canceled.

3.
That the accompanying tariffs, MISSOURI P.S.C. NO. 2 and MISSOURI P.S.C. NO. 3, are canceled.

4.
That this order shall become effective on February 12, 2005.

5.
That this case may be closed on February 13, 2005.
