ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On February 8, 2005, Southtown Utilities Company, Inc., filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct and manage sewer and water systems in Polk County, Missouri.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(1)(K) requires an applicant to include in the application a statement indicating whether the application has any pending action or final unsatisfied judgments or decisions against it from any state or federal agency or court which involve customer service or rates, which action, judgment or decision has occurred within three years of the date of the application.  Subsection (L) of the same section requires that an applicant include in the application a statement that no annual report or assessment fees are overdue.

Southtown’s application does not comply with these Commission rules.  The Commission will therefore require that Southtown file statements satisfying the Commis​sion’s rules.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Southtown Utilities Company, Inc., shall file statements satisfying Commission rules 4 CSR 240-2.060(1)(L) and (K).

2. That this order shall become effective on February 18, 2005.
