ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On December 4, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a Motion for Finding of Necessity for Rulemaking pursuant to Section 536.016, RSMo 2000.
  

According to Section 536.016, RSMo, a state agency is required to find that a proposed rule is necessary to carry out the purposes of the statute that granted the rulemaking authority based on substantial evidence on the record.  The Commission finds that Staff has not given the Commission enough information to decide whether the proposed change to the Cold Weather Rule is necessary. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file an amended pleading and affidavit with the Commission further explaining why the Commission should amend its Cold Weather Rule.

That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file the amendments ordered in paragraph 1 no later than January 13, 2003.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 22, 2002.
