The following is submitted in support of such Application.



1.
The Platte County Regional Sewer District is a common sewer district organized and existing pursuant to the provisions of Chapter 204, RSMo.  The District was incorporated by the Circuit Court of Platte County, Missouri by its Order of April 15, 1992.



2.
The Platte County Regional Sewer District was organized, incorporated and specifically authorized to provide sanitary sewer collection and treatment services to the entire unincorporated area of Platte County, Missouri.



3.
On February 28, 2007, Missouri-American Water Company filed an Application with the Missouri Public Service Commission to further extend its authorized service area for providing sanitary sewer service in Platte County, Missouri into the unincorporated area of Platte County, Missouri.



4.
The area designated by Missouri-American Water Company in its Application is presently under the jurisdiction of the Platte County Regional Sewer District and the District opposes any further extension of the service area of Missouri-American Water Company into the Platte County Regional Sewer District's jurisdictional area.



5.
If authorized to intervene, the Platte County Regional Sewer District intends to oppose the extension of its authorized service area for the provisions of sanitary sewer service in Platte County.


WHEREFORE, the Platte County Regional Sewer District moves the Commission for Leave to Intervene as a party in Case No. SA-2007-0316.
