ORDER GRANTING SHARED TENANT SERVICES CERTIFICATE

Syllabus:
This order grants Bethesda Health Group, Inc., a certificate of service authority to provide private shared tenant services at an independent senior living residence, namely Bethesda Orchard, located at 21 North Old Orchard Avenue, Webster Groves, Missouri.

On January 12, 2004, Bethesda Health Group, Inc., applied to the Commission for authority to provide shared tenant services (STS).  Bethesda applied under Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, which requires that non-exempt telecommunications companies obtain a certificate of service authority before conducting any business in this state.

The Commission issued an Order and Notice on January 16, 2004.  In that notice, the Commission informed interested entities that they could intervene in this case no later than February 5, 2004.  There were no requests for intervention.  On February 11, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum, recommending that the Commission approve the application.  

Bethesda is a not-for-profit corporation, with its principal place of business at 1630 Des Peres Road, Suite 290, St. Louis, Missouri 63131.  According to Sec​tion 392.440, RSMo 2000, the Commission may grant an STS certificate if to do so is in the public interest.  Under Section 392.520, RSMo 2000, STS telecommunications services shall be subject to the minimum regulation permitted by Chapter 392 for competitive telecommunications services.  Section 392.520 further exempts companies providing STS telecommunications services from certain tariff-filing requirements.

The Commission finds that granting Bethesda an STS certificate would be in the public interest and will grant the certificate.  The Commission also finds that waiving the statutes and Commission rules set out in the ordered paragraph below is reasonable and not detrimental to the public interest.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Bethesda Health Group, Inc., is granted a certificate of service authority to provide Shared Tenant Services at 21 North Old Orchard Ave, Webster Groves, Missouri 63119, subject to all applicable statutes and Commission rules except as specified in this order.
