ORDER AND NOTICE AND ADDING A PARTY

On April 22, 2002, Ciera Network Systems, Inc., filed applications requesting the following:  1) approval of an asset transfer from Incomnet Communications Corporation to Ciera; 2) waiver of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑33.150, the slamming rule; and 3) the cancellation of the certificate and tariff of Incomnet Communications Corporation.  Incomnet did not join in the application, and Ciera indicates that despite its best efforts, it was unable to contact Incomnet and was unable to determine whether Incomnet even continues to exist.

On May 13, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation regarding the applications.  Staff attempted to serve a copy of its pleading on Incomnet at the company’s last known address and by mailing a copy to Incomnet’s registered agent.

The Commission finds that Incomnet is a necessary party to this proceeding and will direct that Incomnet be added to this case.  In addition, the Commission will direct that notice is provided regarding Ciera’s applications.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Data Center shall send a copy of this order, along with the applications of Ciera Network Systems, Inc. filed on April 22, 2002, to the last known address and the registered agent of Incomnet Communications Corporation, as follows:
