ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 7, 2003, Dial‑Around Telecom, Inc., filed an application for a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services.  The Commission will direct the Applicant to file an amendment to its application in order to clarify the type of service it intends to provide and the statutes and rules for which it requests waiver.

In paragraph 4 of the application, Applicant states that it intends to provide “facilities based” services.  At paragraph 9, however, the Applicant states that it is a “non‑facilities based” reseller of telecommunications services.  The Commission will direct the Applicant to clarify these statements.

The Applicant requested several “non-standard” waivers of Commission rules, including several rules that have been moved into Chapter 3 of Title 4, Division 240, of the Code of State Regulations.  The Commission will direct the Applicant to clarify the specific rules that it is requesting be waived.

The Commission also informs the Applicant that no further action will be taken by the Commission until the Applicant either files a request for waiver of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑3.510(1)(C) requiring the filing of a tariff with the application, or until it files its proposed tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Dial-Around Telecom, Inc., shall clarify its application as stated above.

That this order shall become effective on August 21, 2003.
