ORDER DIRECTING STAFF UPDATE

On December 23, 2003, Cincinnati Bell Any Distance, Inc., filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission for a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services.  The Commission issued its Notice of Application and on December 24, 2003, directed the Company to file its Certificate of Good Standing issued by the Missouri Secretary of State, a certificate of service showing that the application was served upon the General Counsel and the Office of the Public Counsel, and a proposed tariff with a 45-day effective date.

On January 15, 2004, the Company complied with the Commission’s order, submitting a Certificate of Good Standing, a certificate of service upon General Counsel and the Office of the Public Counsel and a tariff with a proposed effective date of February 29, 2004.  In its response, the Company informs the Commission that the Company inadvertently failed to include the issue and effective date in the tariff it submitted with its application of December 23, 2003.  Had the Company included issue and effective dates with its tariff, the tariff might have been effective on February 6, 2004.

In light of that error, the Company requests that the Commission issue an order approving the application and tariff with an effective date of February 6, 2004, or as soon as possible thereafter.  The Commission will therefore require the Staff of the Commission to file an update advising the Commission of a date certain on which Staff will file its memorandum in this matter. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Staff of the Commission shall file a status report no later than January 23, 2004, informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff will file a recommendation in this matter.

2. That this order shall become effective on January 16, 2004.
