ORDER GRANTING ADDITIONAL TIME TO FILE ANSWER

Rickey Oaks filed a complaint against Broadwing Communications, LLC on January 5, 2004.  On January 6, the Commission issued a Notice of Complaint that ordered Broadwing to file an answer within 30 days.  On January 26, Broadwing filed a letter from a non-attorney purporting to be the company’s answer to Oaks’ complaint.  The Commission issued a Notice of Noncompliance on January 27, informing Broadwing that the letter could not be accepted as the company’s answer because it was not signed by an attorney licensed to practice law in Missouri. 

Broadwing did not file an answer by the deadline of February 5.  It did, however, file a Motion for Additional Time to File Answer on February 18.  That motion requests that Broadwing be allowed until February 27 to file its answer.  Broadwing subsequently filed an answer on February 26. 

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) provides that parties are allowed not more than 10 days in which to respond to any pleading unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  More than 10 days have passed since Broadwing filed its motion for additional time to file its answer and Mr. Oaks has not filed a response to that motion. 

The Commission finds that Broadwing’s Motion for Additional Time to File Answer is reasonable, is not opposed, and should be granted.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Broadwing’s Motion for Additional Time to File Answer is granted.
