On January 23, 2004, Touch America, Inc. (TAI), a competitive telecommunications company, filed an Application to Cancel Certificate of Service Authority.  On January 26, 2004, the Commission directed Staff to file a recommendation regarding the application no later than March 4, 2004.  TAI was granted certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications service on October 3, 2000 in Case No. TA-2001-110.  According to TAI’s application, the company does not have any voice service customers in Missouri and, as a result of its Chapter 11 bankruptcy filing, its ATM and Frame Relay customers have been or will be transferred to other carriers by February 28, 2004.   

The Staff has no objection to the request for cancellation and recommends that the Commission issue an order to cancel Touch America, Inc.’s certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications service and its accompanying tariff, Missouri PSC Tariff No. 2.  The Staff is unaware of any other filing which affects or which would be affected by this proposal.
