ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On March 18, 2005, Zoom‑I‑Net Communications, Inc., filed an application for a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange service in the state of Missouri and to classify the services and the company as competitive.  Although Applicant filed an illustrative tariff, without an issue date or effective date, Applicant did not specify that it was requesting a waiver of 4 CSR 240-3.510(1)(C).  This rule requires an applicant for a certificate of service authority to provide telecommunications services to include, with the application, a proposed tariff with an effective date of not fewer than 45 days after the tariff’s issue date.  The Commission will direct Applicant to clarify that the tariff attached to its application was provided for illustrative purposes and that Applicant requests a waiver of 4 CSR 240-3.510(1)(C).
Applicant states that it is requesting waiver of certain statutes and regulations, consistent with the Commission’s treatment of other certificated competitive switched interexchange telecommunications companies.  However, the Commission rules listed are not the list of rules which the Commission currently waives on a regular basis.  Applicant may be unaware that several of the Commission’s rules have been revised.  In a case involving an application for a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange service, the Commission generally waives the following rules:

4 CSR 240-10.020

Income on Depreciation Fund Investments
4 CSR 240-30.040

Uniform system of Accounts – Class A and 
Class B Telecommunications Companies
The Commission will instruct the Applicant to clarify whether these are in fact the rules that Applicant requests be waived.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than April 4, 2005, Zoom‑I‑Net Communications, Inc., shall file a supplemental pleading as directed above.
2. That this order shall become effective on March 28, 2005.
