ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR PROTECTIVE ORDER

This order grants ICG Telecom Group, Inc.’s request for the Commission’s standard protective order.

On May 17, 2002, ICG Telecom Group, Inc., filed an application to expand its certificates of service authority to include the provision of switched local exchange telecommunications service (other than basic local exchange service) throughout the state of Missouri.  Several parties have intervened in the case, a prehearing conference has been held, and a procedural schedule has been established.  

ICG filed a Motion for Protective Order on August 12, 2002.  In support of its motion, ICG indicates that certain discovery requests will require disclosure of confidential business information.  ICG wishes to protect this information against public disclosure, and states that none of the information for which a claim of confidentiality is made can be found in any format in any public document.  ICG requests that the Commission establish its standard protective order.

Upon review of ICG’s motion, the Commission finds that there is a need to protect confidential information and the request for a protective order is reasonable.  The Commission has previously recognized the need to protect confidential information, and the issuance of protective orders has helped to minimize disputes in past cases.  Therefore, the Commission will establish its standard protective order for this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by ICG Telecom, Inc., is granted and the protective order attached to this order (Attachment A) is adopted.

2. That this order shall become effective on August 14, 2002.
