ORDER DIRECTING FILING

Southwestern Bell Communications Services, Inc., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Long Distance filed a pleading on February 14, 2003, surrendering its certificate of service authority and accompanying tariff.  Southwestern Bell states that the company was issued a certificate to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange in consolidated case numbers TA-2001-475 and TA-99-47 on November 27, 2001.  The Company certifies that it has been operating under two fictitious names, “Southwestern Bell Long Distance” and “SBC Long Distance”.  The rates and services offered by both have been identical; however, it has been necessary to maintain two complete sets of tariffs in Missouri.  

Due to a change in marketing and business plans, Southwestern Bell Communications Services, Inc., desires to provide service in Missouri exclusively under the name of “SBC Long Distance.”  The Company states that cancellation of the certificate of Southwestern Bell Long Distance is not detrimental to the public interest because all rates and services currently available through Southwestern Bell Long Distance will continue to be available through SBC Long Distance.

The Commission will direct the Staff of the Commission to file a status report, advising the Commission of a date certain on which Staff will file a recommendation in this matter.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Staff of the Commission shall file a status report no later than March 20, 2003, informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff will file a recommendation in this matter.

2. That this order shall become effective on March 1, 2003.
