ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF

On May 15, 2003, WorldxChange Corp. and Local Telcom Holdings, LLC d/b/a Transpoint Communications filed an application for authority to transfer the assets of Transpoint to WorldxChange.  On June 24, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order granting the requested relief. 

As part of the order, the Commission required the parties to notify the Commission upon the completion of the transfer of assets in order to facilitate cancellation of Transpoint’s certificate of service authority and tariff.  Transpoint is a Delaware limited liability company with its principal office located in Agoura Hills, California.  Transpoint provides intrastate toll service under a certificate granted by the Commission in Case No. TA-2001-650, on June 28, 2001.

On August 12, 2003, the parties filed a letter notifying the Commission that the transfer is complete.  Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  As stated in its order granting the requested relief, the Commission will cancel the certificate and tariff of Transpoint.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority granted to Local Telcom Holdings, LLC, d/b/a Transpoint Communications, in Case No. TA-2001-650 on June 28, 2001, is canceled.

2. That the tariff, Tariff File No. JX-2003-0128, is canceled.

3. That this order shall become effective on July 25, 2004

4. That this case may be closed on July 26, 2004.
