ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On May 15, 2003, WorldxChange Corp. and Local Telcom Holdings, LLC d/b/a Transpoint Communications filed an application for authority to transfer the assets of Transpoint to WorldxChange.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-3.520(1)(F) requires that such applications include “a statement of the impact, if any, the . . . transfer of will have on the tax revenues of the political subdivisions in which any structures, facilities or equipment of the companies involved in that sale are located.”  There is no statement in the application satisfying this Commission Rule. 

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-3.520(4) states that “if any of the items required under this rule are unavailable at the time the application is filed, they shall be furnished prior to the granting of the authority sought.”  In accordance with the above rules, the Commission will require that applicants provide a statement as required by Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑3.520(1)(F).  Furthermore, Applicants will not be granted the authority sought until such statement has been provided.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That WorldxChange Corp. and Local Telcom Holdings, LLC d/b/a Transpoint Communications shall file a statement of the impact, if any, the transfer of assets will have on the tax revenues of the political subdivisions in which any structures, facilities or equipment of the companies involved in that sale are located.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 30, 2003.
