ORDER CLOSING CASE

On September 23, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission ordered that Cable & Wireless USA, Inc., must, before November 30, 2002, notify its customers of the name change from “Cable & Wireless, Inc.” to “Cable & Wireless USA, Inc.,” recognized by the Commission and, by December 10, 2002, file with the Commission a copy of the notification of the name change that it sent in compliance with that order.  Since nothing had been filed in the case, on December 16, 2002, the Commission ordered that Cable & Wireless must, by January 6, 2003, file with the Commission a status report.  At the request of Cable & Wireless, the Commission extended the deadline on January 7, 2003, to February 3, 2003.


On February 3, 2003, Cable & Wireless filed a status report and a motion to waive the notification requirement.  Cable & Wireless stated that it had reviewed its customer records and has determined that, although it obtained a certification under a different company name on May 3, 2001, in case number TA-2001-505, i.e., “Cable & Wireless, Inc.”, it has consistently used the trade name of “Cable & Wireless USA, Inc.” with its customers in Missouri.  Cable & Wireless alleged that the name “Cable & Wireless, Inc.” was never used commercially with its customers in Missouri.


Moreover, Cable & Wireless stated, it has learned that under the authority it acquired in case number XM-2003-0111 allowing it to transfer selected assets, Cable & Wireless’ Missouri customers are either receiving services from Primus Telecommunications, Inc., or have found an alternative provider of telecommunications service.  As a consequence, Cable & Wireless stated, it no longer has a customer base in Missouri that subscribes to regulated services.  Thus, concluded Cable & Wireless, since Cable & Wireless’ Missouri customers were never introduced to the name “Cable & Wireless, Inc.” and its regulated customers are now classified as “former” customers of Cable & Wireless, there is no need for the customer notice.


No other party responded to Cable & Wireless’ motion.


The Commission will grant Cable & Wireless’ motion to waive the notice provision since it is not necessary.  There being nothing further required of any party, this case may be closed.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the order issued on September 23, 2002, by the Missouri Public Service Commission that Cable & Wireless USA, Inc., must, before November 30, 2002, notify its customers of the name change from “Cable & Wireless, Inc.” to “Cable & Wireless USA, Inc.,” recognized by the Commission and, by December 10, 2002, file with the Commission a copy of the notification of the name change that it sent in compliance with that order is waived.

2. That this order will become effective on March 8, 2003.

3. That this case may be closed on March 9, 2003.
