ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE, ADDING A PARTY, 

DISMISSING A PARTY AND CORRECTING CAPTION

On October 15, 2002, Phone-Link, Inc., applied to the Commission seeking approval of an interconnection and resale agreement between SBC Communications, Inc., and Phone-Link, Inc., under the provisions of the federal Telecommunications Act of 1996.  On October 18, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Directing Notice and adding SBC Communications, Inc. as a party.  The Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Recommendation on November 13, 2002, asking the Commission to approve the agreement.

On November 21, 2002, Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, responded to the Commission’s order.  Southwestern Bell pled that Southwestern Bell, and not SBC Communications, has a resale agreement with Phone-Link.  Therefore, Southwestern Bell maintains it should be a party to this case, and not SBC.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties 10 days to respond to pleadings.  Neither Staff nor SBC responded within 10 days.  Therefore, the Commission assumes Staff and SBC do not object to Southwestern Bell’s pleading.  The Commission will change the caption of this case to include Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, will add Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, as a party, and will dismiss SBC Communications from this case.  

The Commission finds that it should allow proper persons 15 days from the date of this order to file a motion for hearing.  The Commission finds that it should send this notice to all interexchange and local exchange telecommunications companies.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Southwestern Bell, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, is made a party to this case.

2. That the Commission’s Data Center shall send notice of this application to all interexchange and local exchange telecommunications companies.

3. That any party wishing to request a hearing in this matter shall file a pleading no later than December 19, 2002, with:

4. That the Commission shall include Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a Southwestern Bell Telephone Company, in the caption of this case and shall remove SBC Communications, Inc., from the caption of this case.

5. That SBC Communications, Inc., is dismissed as a party from this case.

6. That the Staff of the Commission shall supplement its recommendation no later than December 24, 2002. 

7. That this order shall become effective on December 4, 2002.
