ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION 


On January 7, 2005, SBC Long Distance, Inc., and SBC Telecom, Inc., filed a joint application and motion for expedited treatment, regarding consummation of an intercorporate stock transfer.  The Commission directed its Staff to indicate when it would be able to file a recommendation regarding the application.  Staff complied with that order on January 18, 2005.


Staff indicates that it anticipates completing its investigation and filing its recommendation no later than February 8.  Since Staff indicates that it will be able to file a recommendation by February 8, it will be directed to do so.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding SBC Long Distance, Inc., and SBC Telecom Inc.’s Application and Motion for Expedited Treatment, or in the Alternative, an Order Declining Jurisdiction Over the Proposed Transactions, no later than February 8, 2005.
