ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On May 27, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued its Order Approving Merger.  Among other things, the order directed Frontier Communications of America, Inc., to file a certificate of authority in the new corporate name from the Missouri Secretary of State.

On July 9, 2003, the Commission issued an order noting that the company had not yet filed the required documentation.  The Commission directed Frontier Communica​tions to file either a status report or a pleading in compliance with the order approving the merger.  Frontier Communications filed its Status Report on August 1, 2003.  The company stated that it had not yet received the revised certificate of authority from the Missouri Secretary of State’s office, but that it will file the document with the Commission when it becomes available.

The Commission issued an order on September 19, 2003, directing Frontier Communications to file a status report or the required documentation no later than October 17, 2003.  On that date, Frontier Communications filed a Certificate of Good Standing and an Amendment of Articles of Incorporation.

The Commission will direct Staff to file a pleading indicating whether this case may now be closed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than November 14, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a pleading as directed above.

2. That this order will become effective on October 31, 2003.
