ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On August 12, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Staff Recommendation and Memorandum.  On page 2 of its Recommendation, in paragraph 4, Staff states that “[t]he Commission may waive a rule for good cause.  4 CSR 240‑2.060(4).”   The Staff Memorandum, however, is unclear as to which rule Staff recommends be waived.  Moreover, the Application itself does not request that any rule be waived.  The Commission will direct its Staff to file a supplemental recommendation clarifying which rule it recom​mends be waived for good cause. 

As the proposed tariff in this case bears an effective date of August 19, 2004, the Commission will direct Staff to file its response expeditiously.  If the Commission does not receive Staff’s response in time to address this matter during the August 17th Agenda, it may be necessary for the Commission to suspend the proposed tariff.

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall expeditiously file its supplemental recommendation as directed above.

2. That this order shall become effective on August 13, 2004.
