Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its recommendation states:


1.
On February 5, 2003, Matrix Telecom, Inc. and International Exchange Communications, Inc.  (collectively “Joint Applicants”) filed a joint application that requests approval of the transfer of International Exchange Communications’ assets to Matrix Telecom, Inc.  


2.
A telecommunications company is required to secure Commission authorization before transferring the whole or any part of its franchise, facilities, or system under Section 392.300.1 RSMo 2000.  Furthermore, no telecommunications company shall offer or provide interexchange service until it has applied for and received a certificate of interexchange service authority under Section 392.410.2 RSMo 2000.  


3.
In the attached Staff Memorandum, labeled “Appendix A”, the Staff recommends that the Commission’s approval of the Application should not become effective until the following conditions have been met:  1) That Matrix Telecom, Inc. receive authorization from the Missouri Secretary of State to use the fictitious name Matrix Telecom, Inc. d/b/a International Exchange Communications, Inc., and that Matrix file such authorization with the Commission; 2) That Matrix Telecom, Inc. apply for a certificate of service authority as Matrix Telecom, Inc. d/b/a International Exchange Communications, Inc. and receive such certificate from the Commission; and 3) That Matrix Telecom, Inc. d/b/a International Exchange Communications, Inc. adopt International Exchange Communications, Inc.’s tariff.  


WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully recommends that the Commission approve the application subject to the above conditions.
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
