ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE RECOMMENDATION 

On January 18, 2005, the Commission ordered its Staff to file a recommendation by February 8, regarding SBC Long Distance, Inc., and SBC Telecom, Inc.’s joint application for approval of a proposed inter-corporate transfer of stock.  On February 8, SBC Long Distance and SBC Telecom filed a First Amended Application.  That amended application presented some new issues and indicated that the target date for closing the proposed transaction had been moved back from March 31, to April 30.  Later on February 8, Staff filed a motion requesting that it be allowed until February 22 to file its recommendation so that it will have an opportunity to review and consider the newly amended application.  Staff’s motion represents that the applicants do not object to the request for additional time. 
Staff’s motion is reasonable and is not opposed by any party.  It will be granted.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Motion for Extension of Time to File Recommendation filed by the Staff of the Commission is granted.

2.
That the Staff of the Commission shall file a recommendation regarding SBC Long Distance, Inc., and SBC Telecom Inc.’s First Amended Application and Motion for Expedited Treatment, or in the Alternative, an Order Declining Jurisdiction over the Proposed Transactions, no later than February 22, 2005.       

3. That this order shall become effective on February 9, 2005.
