ORDER APPROVING TRANSFER OF ASSETS


On June 6, 2002, Broadwing Communications Services, Inc., filed an application with the Missouri Public Service Commission requesting approval of a transfer of assets into a wholly owned subsidiary, pursuant to Section 392.300.1, RSMo 2000.  On June 12, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing, directing Staff of the Commission to file a recommendation.  Staff filed its recommendation on June 14, 2002.


Staff recommended that the transfer of assets from Broadwing into a wholly owned subsidiary, Broadwing Communications Real Estate Services, LLC, be approved.  In an attached memorandum, Staff opined that the transaction will not be detrimental to public interest, asserting that any transaction that only involves competitive companies is not detrimental to the public interest since customers can freely switch to another provider.  


Broadwing Communications Services, Inc., was granted authority to provide telecommunications services in Missouri in case number TA-95-387, under the name IXC Long Distance, Inc.  IXC Long Distance, Inc.’s name was later changed to IXC Communications Services, Inc., and then to Broadwing Communications Services, Inc. 


Broadwing Communications Services, Inc., will continue to provide services to its current customers under per-existing service arrangements and will control the wholly owned subsidiary into which its Missouri real property will be placed.


Broadwing has averred that is has no pending actions, unsatisfied judgments nor overdue annual reports or assessment fees in Missouri. 


The Commission has reviewed the application and Staff’s recommendation and memorandum.  There are no pleadings filed by any other party.  The Commission finds that the proposed transaction is not detrimental to the public interest and should be approved. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That Broadwing Communications Services, Inc., is authorized to place into its wholly owned subsidiary, Broadwing Communications Real Estate Services, certain real property assets, as described in exhibits to its application.

2. That this order will become effective on July 19, 2002.

3. That this case may be closed on July 20, 2002.
