ORDER APPROVING REVISED TARIFF SHEETS

On August 15, 2003, McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc., filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment of Revised Tariff Sheets.  The tariffs have a 30‑day effective date of September 14, 2003.  The Company states that the recently enacted House Bill 208 will allow the Company to implement, on August 28, 2003, multi-year interexchange telecom​munications service packages.  The Company requests that tariff sheets reflecting this change be approved to become effective on August 28, 2003, as opposed to September 14.

McLeod states that it previously filed revised tariff pages, which would have allowed multi-year package discounts through a promotion, but was advised by the Staff of the Commission that the revisions to McLeod’s regular tariff would first be required.  McLeod states that it filed its motion as soon as possible after its discussions with Staff.  In further support of its motion, McLeod states that it “believes that customers desire the price stability and savings that multi-year service packages provide [and that] approving the subject tariff revisions to take place at the earliest date possible under the new legislation is in the public interest.”  McLeod finally states that granting this motion will prevent McLeod from being put at a continued competitive disadvantage against those carriers who may not have been so diligent about compliance. 

On August 22, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a memorandum, recommending that the Commission approve the tariff sheets to become effective on August 28, 2003.  Staff informs the Commission that on August 28, 2003, a new Missouri law takes effect that allows telecommunications companies to offer term agreements.  Staff adds that the relevant language added to Section 392.200, RSMo, states as follows:

10. Notwithstanding any other provision of this section, every telecommunications company is authorized to offer term agreements of up to five years on any of its telecommunications services.

Staff finally states that upon review, the tariff sheets meet the requirements of all applicable statutes, including the new legislation.

The Commission has previously found that multi-year contracts are not in the public interest.  However, the Commission now determines that because of the passage of H.B. 208 and its changes to Section 392.200, the revised tariff sheets should be approved. The Commission further finds that McLeod has shown good cause for the approval of the tariff sheets on an expedited basis.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheets filed by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc., and assigned Tariff File No. JX-2004-0182, are approved for service on or after August 28, 2003:
