ORDER RECOGNIZING USE OF FICTITIOUS NAME AND APPROVING TARIFF

On October 8, 2004, TelAtlantic Communications, Inc., filed an application asking for authority to provide interexchange service using the fictitious name Miller Long Distance.  TelAtlantic’s application was accompanied by a tariff that adopts the tariffs filed under the name of TelAtlantic and revises the title page of the affected tariff.  The tariff carries an effective date of November 5.  TelAtlantic filed revised tariff sheets on October 14, showing that the tariff is issued by TelAtlantic Communications, Inc. d/b/a Miller Long Distance.  

The Staff of the Commission reviewed the tariff and filed a recommendation and memorandum on October 19.  Staff indicates that the Commission granted TelAtlantic a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunications services in Case Number XA-2004-0605.  Staff recommends that the Commission recognize TelAtlantic’s use of its chosen fictitious name and approve the submitted tariff, as amended by the substitute sheets.  


The Commission has reviewed TelAtlantic’s Application, the tariff, and Staff's recommendation and memorandum and finds that the fictitious name chosen by TelAtlantic should be recognized and that the submitted tariff, as amended, should be approved.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the Commission recognizes TelAtlantic Communications, Inc.’s use of the fictitious name TelAtlantic Communications, Inc. d/b/a Miller Long Distance.

That the tariff filed by TelAtlantic Communications, Inc. d/b/a Miller Long Distance, on October 6, 2004, and assigned tariff number YX-2005-0264 is approved, as amended, to become effective on November 5, 2004.  The tariff approved is:
