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Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its recommendation states:

On June 6, 2002, Broadwing Communications Services, Inc. (“Broadwing”) filed an application for approval to place certain real property assets located in Missouri into a wholly owned subsidiary of Broadwing.  The subsidiary was identified in the Application as Broadwing Communications Real Estate Services, LLC.  On June 12, 2002, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing that directed the Staff to advise the Commission when it will submit a recommendation.  The Staff offers this recommendation in lieu of the ordered filing.

A telecommunications company is required to secure Commission authorization before transferring the whole or any part of its facilities under Section 392.300.1 RSMo 2000.
