ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFF AND ESTABLISHING TIME FOR RESPONSE


On September 20, 2002, NOSVA Limited Partnership issued a tariff that would revise its Missouri Tariff No. 3 to institute a new pricing plan.  The tariff originally carried an effective date of October 1, 2002, but, on September 26, NOSVA filed a letter changing the effective date of its tariff to October 3.  On September 27, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a motion asking the Commission to reject or suspend NOSVA’s proposed tariff.  Public Counsel contends that the tariff is vague, unjust, and unreasonable because it does not provide adequate protection to the consumer.  



In order to allow sufficient time for the Commission to study the tariff and its effects, the tariff will be suspended for 30 days, as permitted by Section 392.230.3, RSMo 2000.  The initial suspension will permit NOSVA, the Commission’s Staff, and any other interested parties, an opportunity to respond to Public Counsel’s motion to reject or suspend the tariff, before the Commission decides whether to take further action regarding the tariff.  


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the tariff sheets issued on September 20, 2002, by NOSVA Limited Partnership, and assigned Tariff No. JX-2003-0388, are suspended for a period of 30 days beyond October 3, 2002, to November 2, 2002, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.  The tariff sheets suspended are:

That the Staff of the Commission shall file its response to Public Counsel’s motion to reject or suspend NOSVA Limited Partnership’s tariff no later than October 11, 2002.

That if NOSVA Limited Partnership, or any other interested party, wishes to respond to Public Counsel’s motion to reject or suspend NOSVA Limited Partnership’s tariff, it shall do so no later than October 11, 2002.

That this order shall become effective on October 2, 2002.
