ORDER CONSOLIDATING CASES

On February 8, 2005, Southtown Utilities Company, Inc., filed an application for a certificate of convenience and necessity to construct a sewer system and to provide sewer service to customers in Polk County, Missouri.  The application was assigned Case No. SA‑2005‑0269.  The same application also requested a certificate of convenience and necessity to supply water to the same area.  A separate case was opened and assigned Case No. WA‑2005‑0268.
Under 4 CSR 240‑2.110(3) the Commission may consolidate matters that involve related questions of law or fact.  Both of the applications involve the same company providing water and sewer service to the same area.  The Commission therefore finds that the two applications involve related questions of law and fact.

To avoid unnecessary costs or delay the Commission will consolidate these two matters, with WA‑2005‑0268 being the lead case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Case Nos. WA‑2005‑0268 and SA‑2005‑0269 are consolidated, with WA‑2005‑0268 being the lead case.

2. That this order shall become effective on February 15, 2005.
