ORDER REGARDING CHANGE OF NAME

AND APPROVING TARIFF

On December 13, 2004, Z‑Tel Communications, Inc., filed a letter indicating that effective January 1, 2005, it was changing its name to Trinsic Communications, Inc.  The company also provided a copy of its Amended Certificate of Authority of a Foreign Corporation from the Secretary of State, and three replacement tariffs.  The first tariff was for interexchange service (P.S.C. MO No. 1); the second tariff was for local service (P.S.C. MO Tariff No. 2), and the third tariff was for access service (P.S.C. MO No. 3).  The proposed tariffs bore an effective date of January 13, 2005.  On December 29, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation and Memorandum, recommending that the Commission issue an order recognizing the new name and approving the three tariffs.  The Commission issued an order recognizing the change of name and approving the tariffs on December 29, 2004.  
On January 19, 2005, the company filed a replacement tariff for wholesale services (P.S.C. MO No. 4), which also reflects the company’s new name.  On January 25, 2005, Staff filed its Additional Staff Recommendation, noting that the proposed tariff reflects the new name of the company.  Staff recommends that the Commission issue an order approving the tariff.  
The Commission has reviewed the company’s replacement tariff for wholesale services and Staff’s recommendation.  The Commission determines that the proposed tariff reflects the company’s new name and should be approved.  
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the replacement tariff, filed on January 19, 2005, and assigned tariff file number YL‑2005‑0536, is approved for service on and after February 18, 2005.
