ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On February 7, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificates of service authority granted to Ciera Network Systems, Inc., and Ciera Network Systems, Inc. d/b/a Omniplex.  Staff also requests that the Commission cancel the companies’ tariffs.  

Staff states that the Commission granted a certificate to provide interexchange and non-switched local service to Ciera Network Systems in Case No. TA-2000-216.  Then, in Case No. TA-2000-228, the Commission granted a certificate to provide basic local service to the company.  In 2001, the Commission approved the transfer of Omniplex Communica​tions Group, L.L.C.’s assets to Ciera Network System.   Ciera then operated as Ciera Network Systems, Inc., d/b/a Omniplex.
Staff further informs the Commission that in 2003, Ciera Network Systems, Inc., filed for bankruptcy and is now being liquidated.  Also, the Missouri Secretary of State’s office administratively dissolved Ciera Network Systems, Inc. in 2004 because the company failed to file its 2004 annual registration report.  Lastly, the trustee for Ciera submitted a letter to Staff noting that Ciera is no longer offering basic or long distance telephone service in Missouri.  Nor is it offering services as Omniplex.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that responsive pleadings be filed within ten days.  There have been no responses to Staff’s motion.

Section 392.410, RSMo 2000, provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”  Because the company has been dissolved by the Missouri Secretary of State, is in bankruptcy and is being dissolved, has not responded to Staff’s motion, and noted an being out of business by the company’s Trustee, the Commission will cancel the companies’ certificates and tariffs.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunication services granted to Ciera Network Systems, Inc., in Case No. TA‑2000‑228, is canceled.
2. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange and non-switched local exchange telecommunication services granted to Ciera Network Systems, Inc., in Case No. TA-2000-216, is canceled.

3. That the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunication services granted to Ciera Network Systems, Inc d/b/a Omniplex, in Case No. TM-2002-133, is canceled.
4. That Ciera Network Systems, Inc.’s tariffs, Missouri P.S.C Tariff No. 1, Missouri P.S.C. Tariff No. 2 and MoPSC NO. 3, are canceled.

5. That Ciera Network Systems, Inc. d/b/a Omniplex’s tariffs, P.S.C. Mo. No. 1, P.S.C. Mo. No. 2 and P.S.C. Mo. No. 3, are canceled.

6. That this order shall become effective on March 13, 2005.

7. That this case may be closed on March 14, 2005.
