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On January 25, 2005, Snappy Phone of Texas, Inc. d/b/a Snappy Phone (Snappy Phone), a competitive telecommunications company, filed its Application for the Cancellation of Certificate of Service Authority.  On January 31, 2005, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing which orders Staff to file a status report no later than February 11, 2005.    

On April 28, 2000, Snappy Phone was granted certificate of service authority to provide statewide interexchange telecommunications service and basic local telecommunications service in the exchanges currently served by Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (Case Number TA-2000-372).  On November 4, 2000, the Commission issued its Order Amending Certificate of Authority to Provide Basic Local Telecommunications Services and granted Snappy Phone authority to provide basic local service in the exchanges served by Sprint Missouri, Inc. and GTE Midwest, Inc. (Case No. TA-2000-783).  

Snappy Phone no longer wishes to be a certificated provider in the state of Missouri and requests cancellation of all of its certificates of service authority.   According to Snappy Phone’s application, the company has no customers so cancellation of the certificates of service authority is not detrimental to the public interest.  The Staff has no objection to the request for cancellation and recommends that the Commission issue an order to cancel Snappy Phone’s certificates of service authority to provide basic local exchange and interexchange telecommunications service and the accompanying tariffs, Missouri PSC Tariff No. 1 and Missouri PSC Tariff No. 2.
