ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On January 20, 2005, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a motion to cancel the certificates of service authority of Max‑Tel Communications, Inc.   Staff informs the Commission that Max-Tel was granted authority to provide basic local telecom​munications services on December 5, 1997, in Case No. TA‑97‑342.  A tariff was approved in the same case with a subsequent tariff being approved when the company began offering services other than resale.  The Commission also granted the company a certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications services on June 14, 2002, in Case No. TA‑2002‑448.  A tariff was approved in the same case.
Staff also informs the Commission that in order to provide telecommunications services Max‑Tel had interconnection agreements with SBC Missouri, Sprint Missouri, Inc., and GTE.  None of the agreements are now active.  Staff therefore concludes that no customers are receiving service from Max‑Tel. 
Staff states that it has been unable to contact the company.  The listed telephone numbers are out of service.  Staff states the company remains in good standing with the Missouri Secretary of State, having filed its most recent annual report on February 2, 2004.  However, using the same contact information as the Secretary of State, Staff states that mail has been returned as undeliverable.  Staff adds that in addition to mailing a copy of its motion to the company’s address as listed with the Secretary of State, Staff also mailed a copy to the company’s address as listed in the Commission’s Electronic Filing and Information System.  Finally, the company failed to submit its 2003 annual report, its Statement of Revenue for 2005, and has not paid is assessment for fiscal year 2005.
Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.080(15) states that parties shall not be allowed more than ten days in which to file a responsive pleading.  More than ten days have expired since Staff filed its motion, yet Max‑Tel has not responded.

Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected. . . .”  The Commission has reviewed Staff’s motion and finds that granting the motion is reasonable.  The Commission will cancel the certificates of service authority granted to Max‑Tel in Case Numbers TA‑97‑342 and TA‑2002‑448.  The Commission will also cancel the company’s tariffs. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Commission’s motion to cancel the certificates of service authority of Max‑Tel Communications, Inc., is granted.

2. That the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services granted to Max‑Tel Communications, Inc., in Case No TA‑97‑342 is canceled.

3. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services granted to Max‑Tel Communications, Inc., in Case No. TA‑2002‑448 is canceled.

4. That the following Max‑Tel Communications, Inc.’s tariffs are canceled: MoPSC. No. 1; P.S.C. MO. TARIFF NO. 2; and, P.S.C. MO. No. 3.
5. That this order shall become effective on February 25, 2005.

6. That this case may be closed on February 26. 2005.
