ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES OF SERVICE AUTHORITY

On January 25, 2005, Snappy Phone of Texas, Inc. d/b/a Snappy Phone filed an application requesting that the Commission cancel the company’s certificate of service authority.  Although Snappy Phone only requested cancellation of its certificate to provide basic local telecommunications services, the company later clarified that it also seeks cancellation of its certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications services.  Also, at the time of filing its application, the company had not submitted its 2003 annual report.  It has, however, complied with the Commission’s order directing it to do. 

The Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum recommending that the Commission cancel the company’s certificates.  Staff informed the Commission that Snappy Phone was granted a certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications service and basic local service in Case No. TA-2000-372.  Thereafter, the company’s basic-local service area was expanded in Case No. TA-2000-783.  Staff recommends that the Commission cancel the company’s certificates to provide basic local and interexchange telecommunications service.  Staff also recommends that the Commission cancel the company’s tariffs, Missouri PSC Tariffs Nos. 1 and 2.
Section 392.410(5), RSMo 2000, states:  “Any certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected . . . .”  The Commission has reviewed the application and the official file and finds that the certificates of service authority granted to Snappy Phones in Case Nos. TA-2000-372 should be canceled.  The Commission will also cancel the company’s tariffs.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications service granted to Snappy Phone of Texas, Inc. d/b/a Snappy Phone is canceled.

2. That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications service granted to Snappy Phone of Texas, Inc. d/b/a/ Snappy Phone is canceled.
3. That Snappy Phone of Texas, Inc. d/b/a Snappy Phone’s tariff, Missouri PSC Tariff No. 1, is canceled.

That Snappy Phone of Texas, Inc. d/b/a Snappy Phone’s tariff, Missouri PSC Tariff No. 2, is canceled.

5. That this order shall become effective on March 19, 2005.

6. That this case may be closed on March 20, 2005.
