Staff Recommendation For Approval of Tariff Sheets Filed To Revise The Missouri Change A Light Program
DATE: 
September 28, 2004

On August 30, 2004, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (UE or Company) of St. Louis, Missouri, filed with the Commission two (2) tariff sheets with a proposed effective date of October 1, 2004 to revise the Missouri Change A Light Program (Program) with minor changes.  This program was initiated pursuant to Sections 7 (Residential And Commercial Energy Efficiency Fund) and 11 (Collaborative Efforts) of the Stipulation and Agreement approved by the Commission in its July 25, 2002 Report And Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement in Case No. EC‑2002‑1.  The Program initially became effective on September 29, 2003.

The objective of the Change A Light Program is to encourage the replacement of inefficient energy consuming lights by providing a rebate for a portion of the costs of Energy Star® compact fluorescent light (CFL) bulbs.  The Program is designed to educate consumers on the energy and money saving benefits of compact fluorescent light bulbs (CFLs), torchiere lamps and other Energy Star® products through marketing and media outreach efforts as well as offer an instant rebate towards the purchase of an Energy Star® lighting product.  Energy Star® is a label awarded for energy efficiency.

The Residential and Commercial Energy Efficiency Collaborative Committee has recommended and UE has proposed with this tariff filing extending the Change A Light program for another year.  The overall budget will remain at $170,000, but there will be the following minor changes to the Program:

· Under Definition of Funds – increased the allotted dollar amount for rebates from $93,000 to $96,600

· Under Definition of Funds – increased the allotted number of CFL bulbs from 62,000 to 66,000

· Under Rebate Amount - reduced the customer rebate and reimbursement to retailer from $1.50 to $1.45 per bulb

· Under Term of Program - Change the program concluding date from December 31, 2003 to January 31, 2005.

The Staff has reviewed the filed tariff sheets and is of the opinion that they were timely filed and remain in compliance with the Commission’s Report And Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement.  Staff therefore recommends that the Commission issue an order approving the following proposed tariff sheets, as filed on August 30, 2004, to become effective on October 1, 2004, as requested in UE’s cover letter:
