STAFF RESPONSE TO COMMISSION ORDER


Comes now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) in response to the March 20, 2002 Order Directing Filing of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).  In response thereto the Staff states as follows:


1.
Great Plains Energy Incorporated (GPE) states, in part, as follows in paragraph 5 at page 2 of its March 8, 2002 Application:

As noted above, GPE has indirect investments in “energy related companies”, as defined in Rule 58 of the [Public Utilities Holding Company] Act.  GPE is required by Rule 58 to file with the Securities And Exchange Commission, and with each state commission having jurisdiction over the retail rates of the public utility subsidiary of GPE, a Quarterly Report on Form U-9C-3. . . .

In paragraph 2 at page 1 in its Application, GPE states that “[s]uch energy-related companies include, without limitation, Strategic Energy, L.L.C., R.S. Andrews Enterprises, Inc. and Worry Free Service Inc.”

GPE is the only registered public utility holding company under the Public Utility Holding Company Act of 1935 (PUHCA) that has sought to open a docket at this Commission to receive quarterly reports (United States Securities And Exchange Commission (SEC) Form U-9C-3 filings), pursuant to Rule 58 of PUHCA.  Ameren Corporation is the only other registered public utility holding company under PUHCA, which is also under the jurisdiction of this Commission.  A search of the United States Securities And Exchange Commission web site and a review of the SEC filings of Ameren Corporation that are shown on the Ameren Corporation web site do not reveal any Ameren Corporation SEC Form U-9C-3 filings.  Ameren Corporation has not submitted any SEC Form U-9C-3 filings to this Commission.  Thus, there is no Missouri Public Service Commission history respecting the treatment of SEC Form U-9C-3 filings.

The Staff recommends that the Commission order GPE to timely submit to the Director of the Utility Services Division of the Commission a copy of all future SEC Form U-9C-3 filings made by GPE at the SEC.  The Staff suggests that the Commission may then deem it appropriate to issue an Order closing Case No. EO-2002-427.
