Motion to Correct Staff’s Response to Order Directing Filing


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and for its motion to correct its response to the Commission’s Order Directing Filing states:


1.
On October 23, 2003 the Commission issued an order directing Staff to “file its recommendation on the structure and timing of a contested case proceeding.”

2. The Staff filed its response on October 29, 2003.

In its response, at paragraph 4, the Staff recommended that the Commission issue an order that, among other things, directed all ILEC parties or proposed intervenors to file a pleading by November 7, 2003 indicating whether they plan to challenge the FCC’s finding of no impairment for mass market switching, loops and transport and that if challenging the finding of no impairment, the pleading must include certain information.  As indicated in paragraph 2 of that same pleading, the FCC made a national finding of “impairment,” not “no impairment,” for mass market switching, loop and transport; therefore, the two occurrences of the word “no” preceding the word “impairment” in the first two sentences of paragraph 4 are erroneous.  As corrected, the sentences read as follows:  “The Order should also direct all ILEC parties or proposed intervenors to file a pleading by November 7, 2003, indicating whether they plan to challenge the FCC’s finding of impairment for mass market switching, loops and transport.  If challenging the FCC’s finding of impairment, the pleading must include the following.”  Additionally, the two occurrences of “no impairment” in subparts e. and g. of paragraph 4 should also be changed to delete the word “no.”  Thus, as corrected, they read:  “e.  The specific routes where the ILEC will be challenging the finding of impairment for dedicated transport;” and “g. The specific customer locations where the ILEC will be challenging the finding of impairment for enterprise loops.”

WHEREFORE, the Staff submits the foregoing in correction of its October 29, 2003 response to the Commission’s Order Directing Filing.
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
