ORDER APPROVING TARIFF IN COMPLIANCE WITH COMMISSION ORDER

On May 21, 2003, Edward K. Moses filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Kansas City Power & Light Company.  Complainant’s service was disconnected for nonpayment, and reconnected upon Complainant paying the required reconnection fee.  

Upon investigating the complaint, the Staff of the Commission reported that although KCPL did not violate any terms of its tariff, it is the only electric utility regulated by the Commission that does not include the amount of its reconnection fee in its tariff.  Staff therefore suggested that the Commission require the company to file a tariff sheet listing the dollar amount of its reconnection fee.

On December 4, 2003, the parties participated in a prehearing conference and began settlement negotiations.  After discussions, the parties filed a Stipulation and Agree​ment.  On January 27, 2004, the Commission issued an order approving the agreement.  In the order, the Commission directed that KCPL file a tariff sheet listing the dollar amount of the company’s reconnection fee.  The company filed the tariff sheet on April 4, with an effective date of May 6, 2004.  On April 21, 2004, Staff filed a memorandum, recommend​ing that the Commission approve the tariff sheet to become effective on May 6, 2004.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff sheet and finds it to be in compliance with the Commission’s order.  The Commission will therefore approve the tariff sheet.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheet is approved to become effective on May 6, 2004.
