ORDER DIRECTING FILING - COMPLAINANT

On May 21, 2003, Edward K. Moses, Sr., filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Kansas City Power & Light Company.  KCPL timely answered the complaint and pursuant to a Commission order, a prehearing conference was held on October 14, 2003.  With the exception of Complainant, all parties to this matter were present.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.116 states that a party may be dismissed from a case for failure to comply with any order issued by the Commission.  Such failure includes a failure to appear at a prehearing conference.  Because Complainant has failed to appear a prehearing conference order by the Commission, the Commission will require that Complainant file a pleading stating why this matter should not be dismissed.  Furthermore, Complainant is hereby notified that if he does not file the pleading herein ordered, this complaint will be dismissed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Edward K. Moses shall file with the Commission, not later than October 27, 2003, a pleading stating why the matter should not be dismissed.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 17, 2003.
