APPLICATION FOR APPROVAL OF INTERCONNECTION AGREEMENT

UNDER THE TELECOMMUNICATIONS ACT OF 1996

COMES NOW Crossroads Wireless Holding, L.L.C. (“Crossroads” or “Applicant”) and hereby files this Application for Approval of Interconnection Agreement (the “Agreement”), entered into by Crossroads Wireless Holding, L.L.C. and Southwestern Bell Telephone, L.P., d/b/a AT&T Missouri (“SWBT”) pursuant to § 252(e) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (“the Federal Act”).  A copy of the proposed Interconnection Agreement is attached hereto as Attachment “A”.  In support of this Application, Crossroads respectfully states as follows:

I.  PARTIES

II. ALLEGATIONS OF FACT

Applicant seeks Commission’s approval of a conformed Interconnection Agreement arrived at by negotiations, compromise and compulsory arbitration consistent with the provisions of the Federal Act.  The parties have worked to prepare an Interconnection Agreement that reflects agreed terms.  Submitted to the Commission for its review is the Interconnection Agreement that Applicant believes conforms to or reflects the agreed provisions negotiated by the parties.

The applicable standard of review is set forth in § 252(e) of the Federal Act and provides as follows:

(e) APPROVAL BY STATE COMMISSION

(1) APPROVAL REQUIRED.   Any interconnection agreement adopted by negotiation or arbitration shall be submitted for approval to the State Commission.  A State Commission to which an agreement is submitted shall approve or reject the agreement, with written findings as to any deficiencies.

(2) GROUNDS FOR REJECTION.  The State Commission may only reject:

(A) An agreement (or any portion thereof) adopted by negotiation under subsection (a) if it finds that

(i) The agreement (or portion thereof) discriminates against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement; or

(ii) The implementation of such agreement or portion thereof is not consistent with the public interest, convenience, and necessity;

The Applicant asserts that the Interconnection Agreement submitted herewith satisfies these standards.  Therefore, Applicant respectfully requests that the Commission grant expeditious review of this Interconnection Agreement.  For the most part, this is a bilateral and voluntary Interconnection Agreement, reached as a result of negotiations and compromise between competitors.  The Commission’s review and approval of the Interconnection Agreement should permit expeditious implementation thereof, and interventions should be strictly limited consistent with the scope of review specified by the Federal Act and Commission’s applicable rules.

Further the Applicant states that the conformed Interconnection Agreement was created through negotiations, compromise and compulsory arbitration between the parties resulting in the execution of the Interconnection Agreement.  Neither party waives its rights to seek judicial review.

III.  RELIEF SOUGHT


WHEREFORE,  Applicant respectfully requests that the Commission expeditiously approve the proposed Interconnection Agreement and grant such additional relief as the Commission deems proper and reasonable.
