Dear Judge Ruth:

Yesterday at the on-the-record presentation in Case No. EO-2004-0224, in response to questions from you and the Commissioners, I referred to several Commission cases.  At the conclusion of the proceeding, I offered to provide case numbers for those cases.  You indicated that it might be helpful for me to do so.  Those case numbers are as follows, including the title and date of the initial Commission Order in each case:

In the Matter of Laclede Gas Company’s Transfer of the Gas Supply Function to a Separate Corporation – Case No. GO-2002-1099 – Order Granting Motion To Establish Case – July 16, 2002.

In the Matter of the Transfer of Assets, including much of Southern Union’s Gas Supply Department to EnergyWorx, a Wholly Owned Subsidiary – Case No. GO-2003-0354 – Order Setting Prehearing Conference – July 14, 2003.

In responding to a question from Commissioner Clayton, I referred to a 1977 Commission Order that authorized interim rates for St. Joseph Light & Power Company (SJLP), subject to refund, if, among other things, SJLP did not submit to the Commission documentary evidence that SJLP had entered into a binding agreement disposing of 57 to 67 MWs of its 157 MW share of the Iatan generating station.  As I indicated yesterday, the Iatan station was then under construction and was scheduled to be completed and go into commercial operation several years later.  Re St. Joseph Light & Power Co., Case No. ER-77-93, Report And Order (1977), 21 Mo.P.S.C.(N.S.) 356 (1977).  
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
