ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATE AND TARIFF

On February 26, 2004, I-Link Communications, Inc. filed an application requesting that the Commission cancel its certificate to provide interexchange telecommunications services, and its tariff.  I-Link states that it has no customers in Missouri, and no longer wants to be a certificated provider in the state.


On March 4, the Staff of the Commission filed a pleading in which it recommended that the Commission cancel the certificate of service authority and tariff of I-Link.  


The Commission is given the authority to cancel a telecommunications corporation’s certificate by Section 392.410 which provides that “[a]ny certificate of service authority may be altered or modified by the commission after notice and hearing, upon its own motion or upon application of the person or company affected.”


The statute’s requirement for a hearing is met when the opportunity for hearing has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence. Therefore, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the application and Staff’s recommendation, and will cancel I-Link’s certificate of service authority and its tariff.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the certificate of service authority to provide interexchange telecommunications services granted to I-Link Communications, Inc., in Case No. TA-97-292, is canceled.


2.
That the tariffs filed by I-Link Communications, Inc. are canceled. 


3.
That this order shall become effective on March 15, 2004.


4.
That this case may be closed on March 16, 2004.
