By order issued May 13, 2003, and made effective May 23, 2003, the Public Service Commission of the State of Missouri (Commission) granted Kansas City Power & Light Company variances from the separate metering requirements of both 4 CSR 240-20.050 and KCPL Tariff Sheet No. 1 .19, Section 5 .03(b) to authorize the master metering of a new eight-story, 126-unit apartment building being built at Bishop Spencer Place, 4301 Madison Avenue, Kansas City, Missouri, and ordered Kansas City Power & Light Company to file amended tariff sheets to list all variances from Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 and KCPL Tariff Sheet No. 1.19, Section 5.03(b), that have been granted by the Commission.
